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Pre-entry requirements must be complete, or in progress, in order to apply to the Nursing Program. To prepare to apply to 
the AAS Nursing Program, it is recommended that students begin in the Associate of Arts (Nursing Intent) degree 
program and work closely with an academic advisor to ensure timely and on-track progression for application submission.
